Lighting is one of the tools used to shape our environment, visually and emotionally. Lighting design
is a synthesis of light and shadow, color, form, space, rhythm, texture and proportion, achieved

through an understanding of the technology necessary to produce these effects.

Working with all of these elements is what distinguishes the work of the lighting designer from that

of the artist, from whom the lighting designer draws inspiration; and from that of the engineer, from
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whom the designer learns practical problem-solving techniques.
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
